II Samuel 23:1 

David is called òThe sweet psalmist of 

Israel.ó 



How Important Is Music to God 

I Chronicles 15:16 

David established worship with singing 

and musical instruments to glorify God 

I Chronicles 16:7-9 

 David used music to praise and thank the 

Lord 

òDavid was a man after Godõs own heartó 

 

 



Psalm 1:1 
òBlessed is the manó 

òThat walketh not in the counsel of the 

ungodlyó (worldly wise) 



Psalm 1:1 
òNor standeth in the way of sinnersó (the 

company you keep can defile) 

òNor sitteth in the seat of the scornfuló 

(donõt fellowship with bitter, negative 

people, as it will rub off on you) 



Psalm 10:3-4 

òThe wicked boasts of his hearts desire.ó 

òAnd blesses the covetous.ó (those 

keeping up with the Jones) 

òThe wicked through pride will not seek 

after God.ó 

òGod is not in all his thoughts.ó 



Psalm 14:1 

òThe fool hath said in his heart there is no 

God.ó 

What if it is a Ph.D. who says there is no 

God? 

Education provides knowledge, but true 

wisdom comes from God. 

One can be an educated fool. 



Psalm 19:7-11 

òThe law of the Lord is perfectó 

òConverting the souló 

òThe testimony of the Lord is sureó 

òMaking wise the simpleó 



Psalm 25:14 

òThe secret of the Lordó 

òIs with them that fear him.ó 

òAnd he will show them his covenant.ó 



Psalm 31:19 

òOh, how great is thy goodness which 

thou hast laid up for them that fear thee;ó 

òFor them that trust in thee before the 

sons of men.ó 



Psalm 32:5 
òI acknowledged my sin unto theeó 

òAnd my iniquity have I not hid.ó 



Psalm 32:5 
òI will confess my transgressions unto the 

Lord, and thou forgavest the iniquity of 

my sin.ó (I John 1:9) (church altar) 

Selah

Difference Between  
Iniquity and Sin 

Iniquity - lack of holiness; depravity. 

Sin ð doing that which is contrary to 

Godõs word or failing to do that which 

God tells you to do.  

We are born in iniquity (with the sin 

nature. All of our lives we choose to sin 

or not to sin).

God would not tell you to. Anger is not 

something you inherited ð it is sin) 

òForsake wrathó 

òFret not thyself in any way to do evil.ó 

òAnger results in lots of evil. Putting 

away anger puts away other evil.ó 



Psalm 37:16 

òA little that a righteous man has is better 

than the riches of many wicked.ó
