ñEgypt Is The Nileò 

ÂThe word Egypt means ñblack landò 

Â The black rich soil along the Nile gave 
Egypt its name. 

Â Less than 4% of Egypt is inhabitable. The 
rest is mostly comprised of shifting desert 
sands. 

Â 95% of population lives within 12 miles of 
the Nile. ñEgypt is the Nileò.

The Nile River 

Â 4,145 miles long (Seattle to Southern 
Mexico) 

Â In earlier days, the Nile flooded every 
year. This flooding deposited silt that 
resulted in very rich soil.  

ÂSince 1950s Aswan Dam blocked silt. 

Â Today 100 million tons of fertilizer must 
be purchased and applied every year. 



 The Bread Basket of Rome 

ÂWithin the Roman Empire, Egypt was 
called ñThe Breadbasket of Rome.ò 

ÂA thousand years before that, Egypt was 
the breadbasket for the nations of the 
world, including the Hebrews.

ÂDue to a local famine, Abraham went 
down into Egypt.

ÂGenesis 41:57 

ÂñAnd all the countries came into Egypt to 
Joseph for to buy corn because that the 
famine was so sore in all the lands.ò

Genesis 41 

ÂPharaoh dreamed of 7 lean kine and 7 fat 
kine. Pharaoh and his staff did not know 
what the dream meant.  

Â Joseph interpreted the dream. 

Â 7 fat kine = 7 prosperous crop years  

Â 7 lean kine = 7 yrs of poor crops, famine.  

Â Joseph said to store grain in granaries 
during the seven good years, so you will 
have food during the lean years.
