Alexander The Great

3 Alexander the Great, son of King Phillip |’ of
Macedon, first led troops at age 18. After his
father's death he took command of the
Macedonian army, defeated the superpower
Persians and ruled the western world.

3 At the peak of his powers, his empire stretched

from India across to Egypt (where he founded the
city of Alexandria and named it for himself).

3 He died at age 33 and was entombed in a golden
coffin in Alexandria, Egypt.
