x The oldest copy of any book of the Bible Is
|saiah.

x The most complete ancient copy of any
book of the Bible Is Isaiah.

x_ The oldest of the books found among the
Dead Sea Scrolls in 1947 is Isaiah.

x The oldest known existing copy of Isaiah
has been dated to 120 B.C.

x How could a book written 700 years before
