Separation of Church & State

"Most Americans do not realize that it
wasn't until 1947 that the U.S. Supreme
Court iImposed that metaphor --
'separation of church and state' --
upon the country as law."



Separation of Church & State

The term IS not In our Constitution, nor in the
Bill of Rights.

The court actually lifted the phrase from an
1802 letter President Jefferson wrote to the
Danbury Baptists in Connecticut. They had
asked him to help protect the rights of
religious minorities.

There was no intent to get God out of
Government.
