Importance of Sheep to America 

ƷBy 1698, America was exporting wool 
goods.  

ƷEngland became outraged and 
outlawed wool trade in colonial 
America, making it punishable by 
cutting off the person's right hand.  



Importance of Sheep to America 

ƷThe restrictions on the raising of sheep 
and wool manufacturing, along with 
the Stamp Act, led to the American 
Revolutionary War.   



Sheep And The Founding Fathers 

ƷGeorge Washington raised sheep on 
his Mount Vernon Estate.  

ƷThomas Jefferson kept sheep at

ƷPresidents Washington and Jefferson 
were each inaugurated in suits made of 
American wool.  

ƷJames Madison's inaugural jacket was 
woven from the wool of sheep raised 
at his home in Virginia.
