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The Book of Romans 

ÂMany scholars consider the book of 
Romans as the most important in the New 
Testament. 

ÂThe scholar Coleridge says that the Book 
of Romans is ñthe most profound work in 
existence."   



Background 

ÂNearly 800 years before Christ, Rhea gave 
birth to twins named Romulus and Remus. 

ÂRomulus killed his brother, became King 
and founded the city of Rome, which he 
named after himself. 

ÂRome was founded about 750 B.C.  

ÂIn Paulôs day, the population of Rome was 
over 2 million, of which nearly half were 
slaves. 



ñAll Roads Lead to Romeò 

ÂThe great city was the trading hub of the 
western world. It was truly said: "All roads 
lead to Rome."  

ÂAll manner of goods were brought to 
Rome as tribute from the provinces and as 
trade from all parts of the known world.  



Nero 

ÂThe Roman Empire of Paul's day had a 
ruler who reigned with absolute power. He 
was the emperor Nero (AD 54-68).  

ÂNero was the Pontifex Maximus ----  the 
high priest mediator between the  many 
pagan gods and the people.

ÂMercury       The messenger of the gods  

ÂNeptune       God of the Sea  

Â Janus            God of the Doorway  

ÂDiana            Goddess of Hunting  

ÂVesta            Goddess of the Hearth  

ÂMinerva        Goddess of Healing  

ÂVenus           Goddess of Love  



Roman gods 

ÂAfter the reign of Augustus (27 BC to AD 
14), Roman emperors were also 
worshipped as a god.  

ÂEach god had a special festival day which 
was usually a public holiday.  

ÂThe 95 Roman holidays gave people the 
opportunity to visit the temple for 
whichever god was being celebrated.   



The Emperorôs Palace 

ÂIn 64 A.D. a great fire swept Rome. 
Thousands lost their homes. They waited for 
Nero to rebuild them. Instead, Nero cleared 
the land and built a massive home for
