Ļasted 365 years (U.S. less than 265) 

J̧ews went into captivity in Babylon for 
49 yrs. 

¸538 B.C. 

¸Second permanent temple built 



Second Temple 

¸Second Temple not as beautiful 

¸Lasted 484 years  

¸54 B.C. 

¸Second Temple destroyed 



Third Temple 

¸Work began in 18 A.D. 

¸Took 46 years to build 



Third Temple 

¸64 A.D. 

Ţhird Temple completed 

¸Lasted 6 years (the number of man).  

¸70 A.D. 

¸Roman legions under Titus utterly 
destroyed the temple.
