AThe World Bank reports that 80
countries now have water shortages
that threaten health and economies
while 40 percent of the worldi more
than 2 billion peoplen have no access
to clean water.



Greater Water Usage

APopulation growth alone does not
account for increased water demand.

A Since 1900, the population has doubled,
but the water consumption has
Increased by six times.
